There are many passages like
the  one above  from Psalm 144 which  reference  powerful
noises  that  accompany  Him.  The  hiss  of  a  steaming,
smoking  mountaintop  and  the  crack  of  thunder
accompanying  the  brilliant  strike  of  lightning  are  just  a
couple of examples. These descriptions should come as no
surprise to us; what else would we expect when the Infinite
and the finite meet?

And yet...when we imagine ourselves at a manger-side in
Bethlehem thousands of years ago, we find that the sights
and sounds surrounding the Infinite in the form of the baby
start off gently. The stars in the bright sky silently look down
on where He lays, and the cattle are softly lowing (or so the
Christmas carol tells us). Nothing earth-shattering.

But the dramatic effects would come; for Jesus' birth was the
"Word now breaking Heaven's silence" (1), and Heaven was
overjoyed  about  it!  This  was  not  just  a  divine  birth
announcement; this was the announcement of the salvation
of humanity, and Heaven's excitement was about to overflow
in a spectacular display of sound and light!
